Fresh veg-
etables from our area are plentiful and the fruits this season have been delecta-
ble and delightful.

Summer also brings in won-
derful local seafood from
Wrightsville Beach and
Topsail Island that we use
weekly in our recipes here
at the Club. I would like
to share a few recipes to
enjoy on the hotter days
that will come our way this
summer.

The Drink

Start out with a small sprig
of rosemary and a slice of
lemon. Place in a glass and
add ice & water. Let chill
and enjoy.

The Appetizer

Dice 4 ripe tomatoes into
medium sized pieces and
place in bowl. Julienne
Y5 red onion and place with

tomatoes. Cut one large cucumber in half (lengthwise )and slice thin half moons,
then place with onions and tomatoes. Mix %2 cup rice wine vinegar, Y4 cup
extra virgin olive oil, 1 tsp. red pepper flakes, ¥4 cup granulated sugar, and salt
and pepper to taste and pour over the tomato-onion-cucumber mixture.

The Entrée

Have the fish market scale and gut a whole sea bass. Wash the inside of the fish
and the gills, season with salt and pepper, and stuff the cavity with your choice
of fresh herbs and sliced limes. Score each side of the fish with a knife (scoring
is slicing the sides of the fish just about to the bone to form diamonds). Place
on baking pan and bake in 350° F oven for 15-20 minutes.

Dessert

Take 4 oz. each of blackberries & blueberries (fresh or frozen) and place in a bowl. Add 2 Tbl chiffonade of fresh mint,
3 Tbl granulated sugar, 1 orange zested and juiced, %2 seeded vanilla bean, and 2 cups whipped cream. Mix well. Serve

in chilled wine glasses with sprig of mint, slice of orange, and pirouette cookie.

Now that we have passed the halfway point
of the year, here is a quick update on POA
matters.

The Board reviewed our year-to-date financial
report at the quarterly June meeting. We are
pleased that expenditures seem to be right on
target and we are well within our budget allo-
cation for the year. In our continuing etforts
to keep community members as informed as
possible, this updated budget information
is now posted on the POA website for any
property owner who may be interested.

We hope you have noticed the new “Mail
In” (or “Mail Not In”) sign as you enter the
Front Gate. This was the direct result of a
resident suggestion made at one of our POA
community forums. These forums are an in-
valuable tool for us to hear what issues are
important to you, so that we can truly repre-
sent your interests on the board.

One topic of discussion at our most recent forum was the condition of grass and plantings
on a few of our many landscaped “islands” throughout the community. A recent dry spell
contributed to some browning, but a few good downpours have helped the situation.
Nevertheless, the Board has asked Steve Sprouse, Director of Golf Course and Landscape
Operations, to present us with a plan to address the situation.

Like most planned communities, speeding is always high on our “radar” screen. We ask
that residents take extra caution to maintain the speed limit of 25 mph, particularly as
more golf carts will be on Paddle Wheel Drive while the River Course is closed for green
renovation. In addition, please remember that golf carts are not to be driven on the
hiker/biker trails and may only be driven by licensed drivers over 16 years of age.
